Receive academic eredic from their college or university
for their participation in the internship program. The
Washington Center does not grant credit.
Have the approval of their campus liaison or a faculey
sponsor if their institution docs not have a campus liaison.
To be cligible, rising and first-semester sophomores must:
o Participatc ina phonc intervicw as part of the admissions
process.
o Have achicved sophomore standing as defined by their home

institution by the start of the program.
